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Trial Results

Following on from our first place at the GSBA Wether trial in early May, we attended the final shearing of
the Ovens Valley wether trial in late May. We were fortunate to achieve a third overall in the 3 year trial,
with an overall group average of $79.38 over the three years. This was $9 above the average for the trial
which involved 26 teams from Victoria and southern NSW.

Other important figures to note are that our micron average was 17.4 whilst the group average was 18.6
and Bindawarra achieved an average of 7.06kg whilst the average fleece weight for the trial was 6.93kg.
This weight and micron combination have proven to be very successful in both trial and commercial situa-
tions. These micron and fleece weight values are almost identical to those in the Gippsland trials, showing
that Bindawarra wethers can consistently provide these results in a variety of environments.

Also of note was that our wethers had the heaviest body weight in the top five placing's.
